Designer's Rights in the European Union
In their role as creators, designers are key players in the creative economy. The European
Union has established fundamental rights that protect designers and their work. These are:



1. Protection of intellectual property

Designers have the exclusive right to their original creations. This includes logos,
illustrations, product designs, fonts, and user interfaces. Copyright protection begins automatically
when a work is created. Registration is not required but provides additional legal protection.

2. Protection of economic interests

Designers have the right to receive fair payment for their work. This includes protection
against unauthorized copying, selling, or distribution of their designs. Unfair contracts with clients
that transfer all rights without adequate compensation are prohibited.

3. Right to attribution and integrity

Designers have the right to be named as the author of their work. They also have the right
to prevent modifications that could harm their reputation or the integrity of the original design.

4. The right to redress

Designers have the right to seek compensation when their work is used without permission.
This includes cases of plagiarism, copyright infringement, or breach of contract. Simple and
affordable procedures for resolving disputes are available.

5. Representation and participation

Designer organizations represent the interests of creators at local, national, and EU levels.
These organizations help shape laws regarding copyright, contracts, and digital rights.

The EU adopted its first copyright directive in 1991. Since then, several directives have
been adopted covering digital copyright, online sharing, and protection of design works. The
Copyright in the Digital Single Market Directive (2019) strengthened protections for creators
online.

According to recent data, the creative industries contribute over 4% to EU GDP. Design-
intensive industries employ millions of people across Europe. Designers in the UK, Germany,
France, and Italy make up the largest share of the creative workforce.

However, challenges remain. Many designers face issues with late payments, unfair
contracts, and unauthorized use of their work online. Enforcement of existing laws is not always
effective, especially across different countries.
